Reimbursement Policies
2006-2007
1.  Reimbursements are provided for care coordination services provided via video conference only.

2.  Reimbursements are made only for services not covered in any part by third party payors or other funding sources (ie:  insurance, CDSA, Smart Start, etc.)

3.  Reimbursements are made only for services provided by verified employees of the WATCH Site.
4.  All video conference usage by WATCH Sites must be recorded by the host site on the WATCH Video Conference User Log located at http://www.telability.org/tech/conferencelog.pl.

5.  Reimbursements are made at a rate of $85.00/hour.  Time should be denoted on invoice form by the quarter hour (ie:  15 mn.= .25/30 mn. = .50/ 45 mn.=.75/60 mn.=1.0)

6.  WATCH Sites must complete and submit the Care Coordination invoice to the TelAbility office within 2 days of completing the service. Invoices should be sent to:

7.  TelAbility will process the reimbursement following the UNC-CH check request procedures within one week of receiving the invoice from the WATCH site.

8.  WATCH Sites can expect to receive a reimbursement check in the mail from UNC within 30 days of receipt of properly submitted paperwork.  TelAbility cannot guarantee reimbursement for documentation sent over 30 days past the date of service.

9.  Reimbursement for a single WATCH site cannot exceed $300.00 in any given month.

10.  WATCH Sites must retain copies of all necessary paperwork including the Informed Consent for Telemedicine Service (when children are present) and Care Coordination Invoice.  All paperwork must be kept in accordance with HIPPA requirements.
11.  All information shared via video conference shall be kept confidential.
